4.1. Actions to be taken
to save energy

Connecting the product to electronic
energy-saving system is inconvenient as
this may damage the product.

e Do not leave the doors of the product open for

along time.

Do not put hot food or drinks in the product.

Do not overfill the product. When the inlet air

circulation is reduced, its cooling capacity is

prevented.

e Put your food in the product in closed
containers.

e You can store maximum amount of food items
in the freezer compartment of the product
when you remove the shelf of the freezer.
Energy consumption value stated for the
product has been determined by removing
freezer shelf and under maximum food load.

5.2. Fast freezing

If you want to freeze large quantities of fresh food,
put the temperature adjustment knob to ( % )
position 24 hours before putting the food in the fast
freezing compartment.

In order to freeze maximum amount of fresh

food specified as the freezing capacity, it is
recommended to keep the knob in this position for
at least 24 hours.

Pay particular attention to not mixing food sold as
frozen and the fresh food.
